For a President it may sound interesting. Perhaps the best part of building was balcony. We could see almost entire city. We took some pictures which was amazing in that unprecedented moments. After we finished our tour. guide told us that we walked exactly three kilometers. Then i learned that there are some chain of lakes in the north of Bucharest that have connection to each other.
